SYMPOSIUM/TUTORIAL SUBMISSION INSTRUCTIONS: 

1. There is no fee to submit a Symposium or Tutorial for the MWACSM Annual Meeting.
2. Symposium and Tutorial submissions are only being accepted electronically and must be submitted no later than June 18, 2010.
3. Symposium and Tutorial Submission narratives are limited to 2 pages. 
4. The title should be succinct and informative.

5. The first and last names of all presenters should be included with Fellows denoted by FACSM.

6. Institutional affiliations of all authors should also be identified.

7. The narrative must be informative, and should include the specific Purposes (in BOLD) within the body of the narrative. 

8. Information on the professional expertise of the presenters may also be included in the narrative.
9. Please note that a Tutorial may focus on a single topic and is usually 1-2 hours with “practical experiences”.  A typical Symposium may be a broader topic, 1-2 hours, and include multiple presenters.
How to Submit the Abstract:

1. The Symposium/Tutorial Submission should be saved with the lead author’s last name (i.e., Smith.doc), and emailed to mwacsm@bgsu.edu with a copy to ldarby@bgsu.edu.

2. The subject line should show MWACSM Symposium Submission or MWACSM Tutorial Submission – (Author’s Name). 
3. Symposium and Tutorial submissions should be received no later than Friday, June 18, 2010 at 5:00 p.m.

Confirmation of Receipt of the Abstract, and Acceptance of the Symposium and Tutorial Submission:

1. The MWACSM Office will notify the lead author by email of receipt of the Symposium and Tutorial Submission.

2. Symposium and Tutorial Submissions will be forwarded to the President, Past-President, and Symposium and Tutorial Submission Review Committee for the Annual Meeting. This Committee will review the proposals and make decisions concerning the presentation format, and acceptance of the Symposium or Tutorial for presentation.  

3. As soon as the Symposium and Tutorial Submission Review Committee has completed its work, the lead author will be emailed concerning the acceptance of the Symposium or Tutorial, and allocated time.
